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Adelaide, let’s raise $100,000 for burns survivors

The Australian Professional Firefighters Foundation (APFF) is challenging Adelaide to help 
raise $100,000 for burns survivors through its ‘Shake the Boot’ fundraiser.

MFS Chief Officer, Grant Lupton says the ‘Shake the Boot’ fundraiser makes a real difference 
to the lives of burns survivors. 
 
“Burns injuries have a significant impact on patients, their families and friends. That’s why I’d 
like to encourage Adelaide residents to dig deep this Friday night. I’d also like to encourage 
country communities to do the same,” Chief Officer Lupton says.  
 
‘Shake the Boot’ is a state-wide fundraising event organised by the Australian Professional 
Firefighters Foundation in November each year. Funds raised in regional communities will go 
directly to hospitals, charities or causes in the community the funds were raised in. 
 
In February, Adelaide and regional communities generously supported a special ‘Shake the 
Boot’ event held by the APFF in response to the Victorian Bushfires. 
 
The $200,000 that was raised across the state through the special ‘Shake the Boot’ was 
donated in full to the Australian Red Cross Victorian Bushfires Appeal.
